Overview

The Olathe Civic Theatre Association (OCTA), a 501(c)3 operating in Olathe, Kansas, announces the 2025
Jan Conner Scholarship Award Program. Two scholarships of, at least, $500 will be awarded to Olathe
residents that are graduating seniors who will be attending an accredited college program majoring in
theatre arts (directing, acting, musical theatre, technical theatre, etc.). Students from public, private, or
home schools are eligible to apply.

Program Guidelines & Priorities:

1.

Seeking graduating highschool seniors who are residents of Olathe (public, private, or homeschooled).
Students who are residents of Olathe but attending a private or other school outside of Olathe are
eligible.

Applicants must have a minimum GPA of 3.0 and plan to attend a 2 or 4-year accredited college
majoring in a theatre arts program of study (acting, directing, musical theatre, technical theatre, etc.).

Scholarship funds will be paid in December 2025 or January 2026 for the second semester of the
student’s first year directly to the college and not to the student. It will be the student’s responsibility
to submit to OCTA at that time an invoice for second semester tuition and fees, student ID number,
and college information.

Applicants must be nominated by a theatre teacher, director, or other performing professional with
direct knowledge of the applicant’s work in the arts. OCTA strongly suggests that each high school
present at least one student that matches this program’s guidelines. Nominations are due Friday,
March 7th, 2025 by 4:00 p.m. Late applications are not accepted.
